Asset Forfeiture Report
FY 2024 - 2025
KRS 218A.440 requires that each agency seizing money or property shall at the close of each fiscal year, file a state with the Auditor of Public Accounts and the Secretary of Justice and the Public Safety Cabinet containing a detailed listing of all money and property seized in that fiscal year and the deposition thereof.
The Office of Drug Control Policy has been given the task of compiling asset forfeiture reports from Kentucky’s law enforcement agencies regularly reporting their seizures and awards to the Justice and Public Safety Cabinet as required by law.
KY-ODCP created a standard of reporting form for use by all law enforcement representing approximately 360 agencies and created a link to our website so agencies could report electronically. We have also created a database to record the data.
